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The state cannot indemnify the railroads

 Such agreements conflict with Wisconsin’s 
Constitution, Article VIII, Sections 2, 3 and 4. 
WisDOT cannot pledge the credit of the state or 
contract state debt for payment of indemnification 
agreements.

 The State of Wisconsin enjoys sovereign 
immunity, except as specified by the State 
Legislature. No agency, employee or officer may 
waive sovereign immunity without specific 
statutory authority.
